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Memorandum of Collaboration Signing Ceremony Between The University of Hong Kong (HKU) and Harvard School of Public Health (HSPH)

In year 2001, The University of Hong Kong and Harvard School of Public Health have concluded an agreement for a 3-year collaboration in education, training and research.  As a collaborative effort, the agreement aimed to train medical and health care professionals to optimize resources available in the organization of the health care systems.
Under the existing agreement, the Medical and Health Research Network of The University of Hong Kong and Harvard School of Public Health have already jointly organized two executive programmes for local health care officials, as well as mainland China officials at the provincial, county and town levels.  Both programmes received very enthusiastic support and were highly commended by the participants as pragmatic world-class programmes.

During his upcoming visit to Hong Kong, Professor Barry R Bloom, Dean of HSPH, will renew Memorandum of Collaboration for another 3 years with Professor Lap-Chee Tsui, Vice-Chancellor of HKU, to further reinforce collaboration between the two institutions.  The newly renewed Memorandum of Collaboration will be refined and mainly focusing on the following aspects:

(i) Executive Certificate Courses on Health Care Reform and Sustainable Financing, with a strategic focus on Rural China;

(ii) Exchange of Postgraduate Students and/or Academic Staff; and
(iii) Research in the field of public health.
With the Medical Faculty's initiative to introduce a School of Public Health in the near future, it is certain that there will be increasing collaboration with HSPH on public health issues and other medical and health related matters.  

In addition, Professor PC Ho, Acting Dean of Faculty of Medicine, and Professor TH Lam, Head of Department of Community Medicine, will briefly present the rationales for the establishment of the School of Public Health under the auspices of The University of Hong Kong right after the Signing Ceremony.  You may wish to know that Dr PY Lam, Director of Health, Dr TH Leung, Deputy Director of Health, Professor KY Yuen, Head of Department of Microbiology, will also attend the Signing Ceremony to support the new initiative.
